Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
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Section 1. The Nebraska Sesquicentennial Commission is

hereby established. The comm ssion shall consist of seventeen nenbers

to be appointed by the Governor within sixty days after the operative

date of this act. The comm ssion shall include nenbers from all

regions of the state, representing all mpjor interests and a diverse

array of industries. No npore than eight of the nenbers shall be

affiliated with the same political party. The nenbers shall select a

chairperson and a vice chairperson, and all nenbers shall be

reinbursed for their actual and necessary expenses as provided in

sections 81-1174 to 81-1177. The Governor shall fill any vacancy

occurring on the comm ssion by appointnent. The existence of the

comm ssion and ternms of the nenbers shall term nate on June 30, 2018.

Sec. 2. The Nebraska Sesquicentennial Comm ssion shall

devel op prograns _and plans for official observance of the one hundred

fiftieth anniversary of Nebraska statehood in 2017. The conmi SSion

shall work closely with various state agencies, boards, conm Ssions,

and political subdi vi si ons, including the State Departnent of

Education, the Departnent of Roads, the Nebraska State Hi storical

Soci ety, the Nebraska State Fair Board, the Gane and Parks

Commi _ssi on, and the Nebraska Tourism Conm Ssion, to execute

commenorative events and to inplenent educational activities. The

comm ssion may al so seek the quidance and support of any other groups

or organizations the conm ssion deenms necessary or helpful in
fulfilling its purpose.
The commission nmmy enploy personnel, contract for
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1 services, and receive and expend gifts and donations to aid in the

2 performance of its duties.
