Important Definitions

Expense Ratio: The percentage of assets deducted each year for underlying fund operating
expenses, management fees, and all other asset-based costs incurred by the fund, excluding
brokerage fees.

R-Squared: Reflects the percentage of a fund's movements that can be explained by
movements in its benchmark index. An R-squared of 100 indicates that all movements of a fund
can be explained by movements in the index. Conversely, a low R-squared indicates that very
few of the fund's movements can be explained by movements in its benchmark index.

Standard Deviation: A statistical measurement of dispersion about an average that depicts
how widely the returns varied over a certain period of time. High standard deviation indicates
the predicted range of performance is wide, implying greater volatility. If a fund's returns follow a
normal distribution, then approximately 68 percent of the time they will fall within one standard
deviation of the mean return for the fund, and 95 percent of the time within two standard
deviations. Morningstar computes standard deviation using the trailing monthly total returns for
the appropriate time period. All of the monthly standard deviations are then annualized.

Morningstar Rating (Morningstar Risk-Adjusted Rating): Often referred to as the Star Rating,
the Morningstar Rating brings load-adjustments, performance (returns) and risk together into
one evaluation. To determine a fund's star rating for a given time period (three, five, or 10
years), the fund's risk-adjusted return is plotted on a bell curve: If the fund scores in the top 10%
of its category, it receives five stars (highest); if it falls in the next 22.5% it receives four stars
(above average); a place in the middle 35% earns three stars (average); those lower still, in the
next 22.5%, receive two stars (below average); and the bottom 10% get one star (lowest). The
Overall Morningstar Rating is a weighted average of the available three-, five-, and 10-year
ratings.
