Legislative Bill 33 amends the requirements for teachers and administrators who hold valid
certificates or permits in another state to receive a certificate or permit in Nebraska pursuant to §
79-813.  As amended by this measure, the teachers and administrators would be required to
complete an application prescribed by the State Board of Education, hold a currently valid
certificate or permit from another state, and hold a valid certificate issued by the National Board
of Professional Teaching Standards.
